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§ 128‑2. Holding office contrary to the Constitution; penalty.
If any person presumes to hold any office, or place of trust or profit, or is elected to a seat

in either house of the General Assembly, contrary to Article VI, Sec. 9 of the North Carolina
Constitution, he shall forfeit all rights and emoluments incident thereto. (1790, c. 319, P.R.;
