There is established the North Carolina Brain Injury Advisory Council in the Department of
Health and Human Services to review traumatic and other acquired brain injuries in North

Make recommendations to the Governor, the General Assembly, and the
Secretary of Health and Human Services regarding the planning,
development, funding, and implementation of a comprehensive statewide
service delivery system.
