§ 159-4. Executive committee; appeal.

(a) The State Auditor, the State Treasurer, the Secretary of State, and the Secretary of
Revenue shall constitute the executive committee of the Local Government Commission. The
executive committee is vested with all the powers of the Commission when it is not in session,
except that the executive committee may not overrule, reverse, or disregard any action of the
full Commission. Action of the executive committee shall be taken by resolution adopted by a
majority of those present and voting. Any three members of the executive committee constitute
a quorum. The chairman may call meetings of the executive committee at any time.

(b) Any member of the Commission or any person affected by an action of the
executive committee may appeal to the full Commission by filing a request for review with the
chairman within five days after the action is taken. Review of executive committee action by
the full Commission shall be de novo.
