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§ 153A‑177. Reconveyance of property donated to a local government.
If real or personal property is conveyed without consideration to a county, city, or other unit

of local government to be used for a specific purpose set out in the instrument of conveyance
and the governing body of the county, city, or other unit of local government determines that
the property will not be used for that purpose, the county, city, or other unit of local
government may reconvey the property without consideration to the grantor or his heirs,
assigns, or nominees. Before it may make a reconveyance, the county, city, or other unit of
local government shall publish once a week for two weeks notice of its intention to do so.
