AN ACT PROVIDE CLERKS OF SUPERIOR COURT THE SAME ANNUAL 2 

SALARY IN CERTAIN POPULATIONS. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  G.S. 7A-101(a) reads as rewritten: 5 
 "(a)The clerk of superior court is a full-time employee of the State and shall receive 6 
an annual salary, payable in equal monthly installments, based on the population of the 7 
county, as determined by the population projections of the Office of State Budget and 8 
Management for the year preceding the first year of each biennial budget, according to 9 
the following schedule: 10 

Population         Annual Salary 11 
Less than 30,000 $36,288 12 
30,000 0 to 99,999    $41,748 13 
100,000 to 199,999  47,184 14 
200,000 and above  53,832 15 
When a county changes from one population group to another, the salary of the clerk 16 

shall be changed to the salary appropriate for the new population group on July 1 of the 17 
first year of each biennial budget, except that the salary of an incumbent clerk shall not 18 
be decreased by any change in population group during his continuance in office." 19 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 20
