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HOUSE BILL 1146 

 
AN ACT TO INCREASE THE EXAMINATION FEE FOR LANDSCAPE 

CONTRACTOR LICENSE APPLICANTS. 
 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  G.S. 89D-5(b) reads as rewritten:  
"(b) Any person who applies to the Board to be registered and titled as a landscape 

contractor shall be required to take an oral or written examination to determine his 
qualifications. Each application for registration by examination shall be accompanied by 
an application fee of fifty dollars ($50.00). 

The Board shall compile a manual from which the examination will be prepared. 
The examination fee shall not exceed twenty-five dollars ($25.00). seventy-five dollars 
($75.00).  Any one failing to pass an examination may be reexamined upon payment of 
the same fee as that charged to persons taking the examination for the first time, in 
accordance with such rules as the Board may adopt pertaining to examinations and 
reexaminations. 

If the results of the examination are satisfactory, the Board shall issue the applicant a 
certificate authorizing him to be titled as a landscape contractor in the State of North 
Carolina upon payment of the initial certification fee as outlined in subsection (c)." 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 30th day of 

May, 1991. 
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
