A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO ESTABLISH BY A DESCRIPTION THE BOUNDARIES FOR C. C. 2 

CAMP FIRE DISTRICT IN SURRY COUNTY. 3 
Whereas, there is at present in existence the C. C. CAMP FIRE DISTRICT, 4 

the boundaries of which establish the boundaries of the C. C. CAMP FIRE DISTRICT 5 
for purposes of levying taxes on the property located therein to support the C. C. CAMP 6 
VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT, a volunteer fire department; and 7 

Whereas, the County Commissioners of Surry County have requested that the 8 
boundaries be established as hereinafter set forth; Now, therefore, 9 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 10 

Section 1.  The boundaries of the C. C. CAMP FIRE DISTRICT for the 11 
purposes of the levying of taxes on the property located therein for the support of the C. 12 
C. CAMP VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT is established as follows: 13 

C. C. CAMP FIRE DISTRICT 14 
Lying and being in Elkin and Marsh Townships, Surry County, North Carolina, being as 15 
shown on the attached map, which map is incorporated by reference, the boundaries of 16 
the C. C. CAMP FIRE DISTRICT for tax purposes is described as follows: 17 
 18 
Beginning at Point #1 as shown on said map on NC Highway 268, at a point in the Jot-19 
Um-Down Fire District Line .3 of a mile south of the intersection of NC 268 and SR 20 
1110; thence running in a generally southwest direction approximately 3550 feet to 21 
Point #2 on SR 1111 .1 of a mile west of the intersection of SR 1111 and SR 1112; 22 
thence running in a southwest direction approximately 4000 feet to Point #2A; thence 23 
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running in a northwest direction approximately 2300 feet to Jot-Um-Down Fire District 1 
line, Point #2B; thence running in a southwest direction with Jot-Um-Down Fire 2 
District line approximately 3000 feet to Point #3 on SR 1121 at a point in the Jot-Um-3 
Down Fire District line .8 of a mile west from the intersection of SR 1121 and SR 1112; 4 
thence running from SR 1121 with the Jot-Um-Down Fire District line in a southern 5 
direction .7 of a mile to Mitchell River, Point #4; thence running with Mitchell River as 6 
it meanders approximately 1.5 miles in a western direction to the mouth of Camp Creek 7 
on Mitchell River, Point #5; thence running in a westerly direction approximately 3100 8 
feet to Point #5A; thence running in a northwest direction approximately 3400 feet to 9 
Point #6 on Interstate 77 .7 of a mile north of the SR 1136 overpass over Interstate 77; 10 
thence running in a west direction approximately 2900 feet to Brendle Branch, Point 11 
#6A; thence running in a southwest direction approximately 5300 feet to Point #7 at the 12 
intersection of SR 1136 and SR 1135; thence in a northwest direction along SR 1135 13 
approximately 300 feet to the State Road Fire District line, being Point #7A; thence 14 
running west approximately 785 feet to Point #7B on SR 1134; thence running south 15 
with SR 1134 approximately 1150 feet to Point #8 at the intersection of SR 1134 and 16 
SR 1136; thence running southwest approximately 2000 feet with the State Road Fire 17 
District line to Point #9 on the west side of New Highway 21, Elkin City limits; thence 18 
running with the Elkin City limits from Point #9 in a southern direction approximately 19 
1240 feet to Point #9A; thence continuing with the Elkin City limits from Point #9A in 20 
an eastern direction approximately 387 feet to Point #9B; thence continuing with the 21 
Elkin City limits from Point #9B in a southern direction approximately 1500 feet to 22 
Point #10; thence continuing from Point #10 in a northern direction approximately 300 23 
feet with Elkin City limits and SR 1138 to Point #10A on SR 1138; thence from Point 24 
#10A with Elkin City limits in a southern direction approximately 1250 feet to Point 25 
#11 at the Elkin City limits; thence running in an eastern direction approximately 950 26 
feet to Point #12 on SR 1144 (Johnson Ridge Road) .3 of a mile south of the 27 
intersection of SR 1144 and SR 1138; thence running in an eastern direction 28 
approximately 1900 feet to Point #13 on New Highway 21 .4 of a mile south of the 29 
intersection of New Highway 21 and SR 1138; thence running in a southeast direction 30 
approximately 3000 feet to Point #14 on Interstate 77 1 mile south of the intersection of 31 
Interstate 77 and SR 1138; thence running in a southern direction approximately 6000 32 
feet to Point #15 on the bridge where Interstate 77 crosses or spans the Yadkin River; 33 
thence running in an eastern direction with the meanders of the Yadkin River 34 
approximately 7.5 miles to a point in the Yadkin River at the southeast corner of the 35 
100-acre tract owned by Cotis Bates, Point #16; thence running in a northeast direction 36 
approximately 5700 feet to Point #17 at the intersection of Highway 601 and SR 1114; 37 
thence running in a northwest direction approximately 4700 feet to Point #18 on SR 38 
1169; thence running in a northwest direction approximately 6400 feet, crossing SR 39 
1169, to Point #19, .5 of a mile east of the intersection of SR 1169 and Highway 268; 40 
thence in a northwest direction approximately 1900 feet to Point #1 on Highway 268, at 41 
the Jot-Um-Down Fire District line, .3 of a mile south of the intersection of Highway 42 
268 and SR 1110, the point of beginning. 43 
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Sec. 2.  The County Commissioners of Surry County may assess the ad 1 
valorem tax as provided by resolution of the Board of Commissioners of Surry County 2 
when the C. C. CAMP FIRE DISTRICT was established by a resolution of the Board of 3 
Commissioners on September 8, 1981. 4 

Sec. 3.  This act is effective upon ratification. 5
