A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS TO AUTHORIZE THE LEGISLATIVE
RESEARCH COMMISSION TO STUDY VARIOUS ISSUES RELATING TO
REGIONAL COUNCILS OF GOVERNMENTS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. (a) The Legislative Research Commission is authorized to study the
viability of continuing the regional councils of governments and the need for continued
State appropriations. The study may also include an examination of which counties
should be in which region.

(b)  The Legislative Research Commission may make a final report of its study,
together with any legislative recommendations, to the 1995 General Assembly.

Sec. 2. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the General
Assembly the sum of two thousand dollars ($2,000) for the 1994-95 fiscal year to
implement this act.

Sec. 3. This act becomes effective July 1, 1994.
