AN ACT TO EXEMPT THE COUNTY OF JOHNSTON FROM CERTAIN
STATUTORY REQUIREMENTS RELATING TO THE CONSTRUCTION OF
AN ANIMAL CONTROL FACILITY.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Johnston County may contract for the design and construction of
an animal control facility without being subject to the requirements of G.S. 143-128,
143-129, 143-131, 143-133, 143-64.31, and 143-64.32. This authorization includes, if
deemed appropriate by the Johnston County Board of County Commissioners, the use
of the single-prime contractor method of design and construction or a request for
proposals and negotiation as an alternative design and construction method.

Sec. 2. This act applies to Johnston County only.

Sec. 3. This act is effective upon ratification.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 21st day of
June, 1996.
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
