AN ACT TO MODIFY THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE ADVISORY COMMISSION
ON MILITARY AFFAIRS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 127C-2(c) reads as rewritten:
"(c) The following membersmembers, or their designee, shall serve ex officio:
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The Lieutenant Governor.

Secretary of Crime Control and Public Safety-er-a-desighee.Safety.
Secretary of Cemmerece,-or-a-designee-Commerce.

The Secretary of Transportation.

The Secretary of the Department of Environment and Natural
Resources.

Commanding General 18th Airborne Corps, Fort Bragg.

Commanding General Marine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune.
Commanding General Marine Corps Air Station, Cherry Point.
Commander 4th FW, Seymour Johnson Air Force Base.

Commander 43rd Airlift Wing, Pope Air Force Base.

Commander of the U.S. Coast Guard Support Center, Elizabeth City.
Adjutant General of the North Carolina National Guard.
