INAPPLICABLE TO S CORPORATIONS.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 105-131.2 reads as rewritten:

"§105-131.2. Adjustment and characterization of income.

SECTION 2. G.S. 105-134.6(a) reads as rewritten:
"(a) S Corporatlons -

SECTION 3. G.S. 105-134.6(c) is amended by adding a new subdivision to

read:

(3a) The amount by which a shareholder's share of S Corporation income is
reduced under section 1366(f)(2) of the Code for the taxable year by
the amount of built-in gains tax imposed on the S Corporation under
section 1374 of the Code.




SECTION 4. This act is effective for taxable years beginning on or after
January 1, 2006.
