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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE OPERATING AND CAPITAL FUNDS TO THE 2 

BOARD OF GOVERNORS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH CAROLINA. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

SECTION 1.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Board of 5 
Governors of The University of North Carolina the sum of two hundred eighty-three 6 
million four hundred seventy-one thousand nine hundred five dollars ($283,471,905) in 7 
recurring funds and twenty-seven million six hundred twenty thousand ($27,620,000) in 8 
nonrecurring funds for the 2008-2009 fiscal year to be used for the following purposes: 9

SECTION 2.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Board of 22 

Governors of The University of North Carolina the sum of thirty-four million six 23 
hundred sixty-seven thousand two hundred sixty-four dollars ($34,667,264) in recurring 24 
funds for the 2008-2009 fiscal year to support enrollment changes over original 25 
projection for the 2008-2009 academic year. 26 
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SECTION 3.  The Board of Governors of The University of North Carolina 1 
is authorized to reprogram funds budgeted for contract slots with universities in other 2 
states that support dentistry, medicine, and optometry.  Funds shall be reprogrammed to 3 
expand the Board of Governors' Medical Scholarship Program and the Board of 4 
Governors' Dental Scholarship Program. The Board of Governors shall make these 5 
transfers each fiscal year as contract slots are phased out.   6 

SECTION 4.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Board of 7 
Governors of The University of North Carolina the sum of seven hundred thirty-seven 8 
million two hundred ninety-three thousand three hundred forty dollars ($737,293,340) 9 
in non-recurring funds for the 2008-2009 fiscal year to fund the following capital 10 
improvement projects: 11
