"(d) Exemptions. – An individual is exempt from the license requirements of 8 
G.S. 113-174.1(a) if the individual either: 9 

(1) Is under 16 years of age. 10 
(2) Holds any of the following licenses that were purchased prior to 11 

January 1, 2006:2007: 12 
a. Infant Lifetime Sportsman License issued under 13

e. Age 70 Resident Lifetime Sportsman License issued under 21

f. Lifetime Resident Comprehensive Fishing License issued under 23 

G.S. 113-271(d)(3). 24 
g. Lifetime Combination Hunting and Fishing License for 25 

Disabled Residents issued under G.S. 113-270.1C(b)(4). 26 
h. Disabled Resident Sportsman License issued under 27 

G.S. 113-270.1D(b)(6). 28 
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(3) Holds any of the following licenses: 1 
a. Lifetime Fishing License for the Legally Blind issued under 2 

G.S. 113-271(d)(7). 3 
b. Adult Care Home Resident Fishing License issued under 4 

G.S. 113-271(d)(8)." 5 
SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 6
