The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 113-136 is amended by adding a new subsection to read:
"(m) Within the limitations of this section, inspectors and protectors may enter
private lands for the purpose of enforcing laws within their respective jurisdictions and
shall not be subject to liability for civil or criminal trespass for such entry."
SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
