AN ACT TO PROHIBIT THE DISPOSAL OF OYSTER SHELLS IN LANDFILLS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 130A-309.10(f) reads as rewritten:
"(f)  No person shall knowingly dispose of the following solid wastes in landfills:
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Repealed by Session Laws 1991, c. 375, s. 1.

Used oil.

Yard trash, except in landfills approved for the disposal of yard trash
under rules adopted by the Commission. Yard trash that is source
separated from solid waste may be accepted at a solid waste disposal
area where the area provides and maintains separate yard trash
composting facilities.

White goods.

Antifreeze (ethylene glycol).

Aluminum cans.

Whole scrap tires, as provided in G.S.130A-309.58(b). Fhe
prohibition-against-tandfiliing-The prohibition of the disposal of whole
scrap tires in landfills applies to all whole pneumatic rubber coverings,
but does not apply to whole solid rubber coverings.

Lead-acid batteries, as provided in G.S. 130A-309.70.

Oyster shells."

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective 1 December 2005.
