SECTION 2.  There is appropriated the sum of one hundred twenty-eight 12 
thousand six hundred one dollars ($128,601) for the 2005-2006 fiscal year and the sum 13 
of one hundred fifteen thousand one hundred sixty-seven dollars ($115,167) for the 14 
2006-2007 fiscal year to establish three new magistrate positions for Cumberland 15 
County. 16 

SECTION 3.  This act becomes effective July 1, 2005. 17
